I talked a cabbie into
switching seats with me and letting me sit in his right-hand
driver’s seat for a photo.  “Crazy American” he called me.

Stay at any of the YHA hostels for inex-
pensive, super-clean, safe stay.  I visit-

ed the Oxford Street hostel and was very impressed.  Cost is
approx. 22 GBP per night. http://www.yha.org.uk If you pre-
fer a hotel, Premier Travel Inn is inexpensive, new and has a
helpful staff. Approx. 47 GBP per night for a double bed room.
